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Main goal of NEOS (Neutrino Experiment for Oscillation at Short-baseline) phase-I (NEOS-I) is to search for sterile neutrinos using ~1 ton GdLS detector at 24 m distance from the 5th core of the Hanbit reactors in Korea.  Using about 6 months of reactor-ON data taken between 2015 and 2016, NEOS-I found no significant evidence of sterile neutrinos. 

NEOS-II based on a refurbished NEOS-I detector has been taking data successfully since Sept. 2018. In this talk we will remind NEOS-I results briefly and then present NEOS-II status as well as physics goals.
